1. Nominations 

1.1. Nomination for life membership must come from a member of the member-in-nominationôs fire department or a member of the SDFA Board 
of Directors. 

1.2. Member-in-nominations may be retired from a fire department, inactive, exempt, or on a leave of absence due to health. 
1.3. Nominations must be made in writing to the Board of Directors to be considered. This letter of nomination must be addressed to the SDFA 

sixty (60) days prior to the State Fire School, and include explanations of the nomineeôs contributions to the State Fire Service. 
1.4. Nomination should be from current or past fire chief, mayor, chair of county commissioners, or other official directly associated with the fire 

department. 
1.5. Nominations must include: awards, years of service, letters of endorsement, not to exceed five (5) in number. 

2. Rules for Selection 
2.1. Department must provide reasonable proof that nominee has been member of the SDFA for more than 15 years, 
2.2. Membership must be an individual or 100%, 
2.3. Membership must be continuous for 10 years, 
2.4. Member must have been or be a member in good standing in a volunteer, career or combination fire department in South Dakota and has 

made a significant contribution for the State Fire Service. 
3. Acceptance 

3.1. The authority to grant Life Honorary Membership shall be in accordance with the Bylaws of the SDFA and final acceptance authority rests 
with the Board of Directors decision. 

3.2. Life Honorary Membership is issued once, and cannot be recalled. 
3.3. Two persons cannot share Life Honorary Memberships, i.e. spouses, significant others or lifetime partners. 
3.4. The right, honors and privileges granted shall be only granted by a unanimous decision of the Board of Directors. 

4. Rights, Privileges, Honors 
4.1. Life Honorary Memberships conveys the right to vote in elections, to hold office and to serve on any and all committees. 
4.2. Life Honorary Membership waives the registration fees at State Fire School, any District Fire School and other events sponsored by the 

SDFA. 
4.3. Life Honorary Memberships allows the person to receive and be recognized for their contributions by plaques, decrees, resolutions,

407 Firefighter Safety- Everyone Goes Home:  This presentation is designed to change the culture of accepting the loss of firefighters as a 

normal occurrence.  The course focuses on the need for firefighters and officers to change fundamental attitudes and behaviors in order to 
prevent line of duty deaths.  The central theme promotes the courage to do the right thing in order to protect yourself and other firefighters to 
ensure that ñeveryone goes homeò at the end of the day.  This program is for anyone who cares for the safety of firefighters.  Instructor: 
Brooks Martin 

 
408 Traffic Incident Management System: Firefighters who are killed in privately owned vehicles (POVs) during the course of their duties 

account for the largest percentage of vehicle-related deaths. These are typically volunteer firefighters who are responding to or returning from 
emergency calls. However, career firefighters also are killed occasionally in POVs during the performance of their duties. Fire department 
tankers (tenders) account for the most firefighter response-related fatalities in fire apparatus. More firefighters are killed in tankers than in 
pumpers and ladder apparatus combined.  This course will identify the major issues related to firefighter fatalities that occur while responding 
to or returning from alarms and while operating on roadway emergency scenes. Best practices guidelines, mitigation techniques, and 
technologies to reduce firefighter response and roadway scene fatalities will also be included. Instructor: Ben Vanden Hoak 

 
409 Firefighter Safety: Mistakes and Best Practices: This program looks at a summary of 10 common mistakes and 10 best practices 

discovered from the presenterôs extensive evaluation of more than 500 near-miss reports and LODD investigations.  Improve your 
understanding of whatôs killing firefighters at incident scenes and how to improve  firefighter safety.  During this fast-paced program, 
information will be presented on role  staffing, communications, command activities, size-up, strategy, standardized procedures, training, near-
miss events, and post incident evaluations and the role they play in best practices and common mistakes. Instructor: Dr. Richard Gasaway 
 

410 How Quickly a Firefighter Can Die: Lessons Learned from the LODD of Asheville Captain Jeff Bowen:  On July 28, 2011, Asheville 
Captain Jeff Bowen tragically lost his life while fighting a fire in a 6-story commercial building. Fire administrators wanted to make sure they 
understood both HOW and WHY the tragedy occurred and perhaps, more importantly, how to prevent it from ever happening again. The 
objectives of this class are: To provide an overview of the Asheville FD; Share the details of the fire on July 28

th
; Describe the step-by-step 

events as they unfolded in the minutes leading up to Captain Bowenôs death and the events following the Mayday transmission; and to detail 
the major recommendations that came from the facilitated debrief. Instructor:  Dr. Richard Gasaway 

 
411 Railroad Emergency Response & Hazardous Materials Awareness: BNSF presents this class as a familiarization to the railroad industry 

for community emergency responders. No prior level of knowledge of the industry is required.  The session will be taught from a rail industry 
and hazardous materials perspective rather than from just BNSFôs perspective.  The course will provide participants with a better 
understanding of the hazardous materials regulations that apply to land transportation and, in particular, to the rail industry .Instructor: Derek 
Lampkin 

 
412 So You Think Youôre the Chief? This is an interactive class 

for chiefs and department/company officers on duties, 
problems and other issues that face chief officers in fire 
departments today.  Instructor: Russ Hendrix

801 Water Rescue: This course will be shore-based swift water rescue and is limited to 15 students. Students will be provided with a classroom 
session followed by a session of training on the Missouri River.  The class consists of the following elements: presentation Q & A, equipment 
familiarization, strategy, tactics and operational planning, and many other drills and techniques. Instructor: Pat Duffy, Sioux Falls Fire &Rescue 
 

803 EVOC (Emergency Vehicle Operation Course): This class will begin with a classroom presentation and then hands-on practice and training.  
Students will be given information regarding how to become more confident and competent in emergency vehicle operation and defensive 
driving when responding to an incident. Instructor: Russ Hendrix 
 

804 Firefighter Survival: Students will be introduced to firefighter survival terminology, firefighter fatality case study recommendations to enhance 
firefighter training, techniques for developing firefighter survival attitude, identify needed personal equipment, situation awareness, knowledge 
and application of ñwhen to call a firefighter emergencyò, and SCBA knowledge and techniques for use in air emergencies. Full PPE/SCBA is 
required for this class.  Instructors: Shannon Draper and Matt Taggart 
 

805 SCBA Confidence Course: This course is designed to give the firefighter the confidence to successfully deal with situations that may be 
encountered in a fire situation.  Firefighters will practice using the SCBA and will increase comfort and confidence to relate to real-life 
situations. Students will also gain information about air management. PPE and SCBA is required. Instructor: Jess Sondgeroth 
 

806 Ventilation Best Practices: This class will cover the latest techniques in providing a safe fire attack in coordination with ventilation.  Safe fire 
attack methods increase the tenability of the structure for victims and makes the attack much safer for firefighters.  Instructor: Kriss Garcia 
 

807 Grain Bin Safety and Rescue Training: Students will be provided with information from size-up to termination of a grain bin incident, 
including the number of rescuers needed and the dangers that grain bins present to rescuers. Light Weight PPE is required for this class. 
Instructor: Matt Huls, SD Wheat Growers 
 

808 Heavy Truck Extrication: Students in this class will work with heavy trucks and trailers using struts and cribbing.  Information about how to 
extricate from a semi and how to extricate a vehicle from underneath a semi/trailer.  Students will also become familiar with the height 
differences from a tractor trailer to a regular car and pick-up and will possibly work off ladders or the back of a rollback truck. Full PPE (no 
SCBA) is required for this class.  Instructor: Karter Lesmann 
 

809 Hybrid Vehicle Safety: Students will look at some of the myths surrounding hybrid/electric vehicles and review the facts about these vehicles.  
The class will cover how to safely approach and perform an extrication when working with a hybrid vehicle.  Instructor: Darrell Hartmann 

 
810 Live Fire Training: Training will consist of a short morning classroom session covering basic principles of firefighter safety, SCBA, and fire 

streams.  The remainder of the class will be hands-on training with live fire.  Participants will put their knowledge and skills to use in the two-
story Mobile Live Fire Training Unit that simulates conditions encountered in an actual interior structure fire. Multiple fire attack scenarios 
including ground-level entry and basement fires and rescue procedures will be covered.  Students needing to complete the Live Fire Training 
portion of the SD Firefighter Certification Blue Card should bring the card to class. Class limit is 20 students.  Prerequisites: 18 years old, 
good health, certified firefighter or currently enrolled in the certified FF course having received training to meet the minimum job 
requirements of Fire Fighter 1 in NFPA 101 related to the following subjects: Safety, fire behavior, portable extinguishers, PPE, 
ladders, fire hose, appliances, streams, overhaul, water supply, ventilation, forcible entry, and building construction.  Participants 
will be required to read and sign a liability waiver and must have full structural PPE and SCBA. Instructor: Platte Fire Department 
 

811 Tricks of the Trade: There are a lot of ótricks of the tradeô when dealing with emergencies.  Some tricks make it easier, faster and safer.  How 
many ótricksô do you know that will help save a life?  Maybe your own life?  If things go wrong on the fire scene, sometimes improvisation is the 
only way to stay alive.  This course will present ideas you can use in emergency situations that may just save your life.  Students need to bring 
something to share: piece of hose, rope, notebook, trash bagé. Back board, bunker gear, swim suit, or a fire truck!  This learning experience 
is intended to be fun and entertaining and well as very educational. Instructor: Dennis Correll 

 
812 ARFF for Structural Firefighters: This course provides structural firefighters with the knowledge and skills necessary to effectively handle an 

aircraft emergency.  It will prepare firefighters to quickly respond to an aircraft crash site ready to suppress fuel spills fire, evacuate and rescue 
passengers.  Firefighters will be expected to perform laddering, ventilation, entry, victim removal, and aircraft shutdown.  The training will 
conclude with a large-scale exercise.   
 

813 Fire Department Training/Props: In this class we will look at different training devices and other teaching aides that can be made by the fire 
department. Whilesome of these items are fairly expensive others are relatively cheap to make. Some items can be done on a temporary 
basis for little or nothing, by using old items that we have around. As part of this course we will look at how easy it is to make a training center, 
and what we can do to help the learning process.

1602 Individual Crisis Intervention and Peer Support: Crisis Intervention is NOT psychotherapy; rather, it is a specialized acute 
emergency mental health intervention which requires specialized training. As physical first aid is to surgery, crisis intervention is to 
psychotherapy. Thus, crisis intervention is sometimes called ñemotional first aidò. This program is designed to teach participants the 
fundamentals of, and a specific protocol for, individual crisis intervention. This course is designed for anyone who desires to increase their 
knowledge of individual (one-on-one) crisis intervention techniques in the fields of Crisis Intervention, Disaster Response, Emergency 
Services, Homeland Security, Mental  Health, Military, Spiritual Care, and Traumatic Stress and those emergency responders who are 
responsible for, or find themselves facing, situations where members of a department are impacted by a situation. 
 Completion of ñIndividual Crisis Intervention and Peer Supportò and receipt of a certificate indicating full attendance (13 Contact Hours) 
qualifies as a class in ICISFôs Certificate of Specialized Training Program Instructor: Ed Hatcher 
 

1603 ICS 300: This course provides training on use of multiple resources for personnel who require the application of the Incident Command 
System (ICS) during expanding incidents.  Course objectives include: describing how the NIMS Command and Management component 
supports the management of expanding incidents, describing the incident/event management process for supervisors and expanding incidents 
as prescribed by the ISC, and implementing the incident management process on a simulated incident. Prerequisite: ISC 100, 200 and 700 
need to be taken (online) prior to the ICS 300 class. Instructor: Todd Manns, SD Office of Emergency Management 
 

1604 Wildland Urban Interface: This course identifies operational activities and safety concerns for structural company officers assigned to a 
Wildland/Wildland Urban Interface incident. Topics include Introduction to Wildland/Wildland Urban Interface, interface environment, wildland 
fire behavior, command and control issues of wildland/urban interface firefighting, and tactics.
